VTC’s Human Food Chain Safety Testing Strategy Advances
Through Patented Technology License With MBS

that provides VIC with access to MBS’ magnetic technology (“MICT”) for rapid, quantitative
human food chain safety testing using a portable hand-held reader.

Under the agreement, VIT'C will have an exclusive Licence to use the technology for testing livestock
and meat/poultry in North America, Europe and South America. As part of the agreement VTC will
develop additional human food chain safety tests for Salmonella, E-coli and Listeria. MBS has
extensive operations throughout Asia, where VITC & MBS will share distribution rights. Distribution
in Australia & New Zealand will also be shared by both companies. The parties have agreed that
MBS will develop a second generation MICT hand-held device to be used exclusively with VACCI-
TEST™ products. Closing of the definitive agreement is scheduled for July 31, 2007.

“The agreement is a very significant advance for VIC’s human food chain safety tests, which are
developed at our MAXIVET research laboratory in Québec and subsidiary Vacci-Test (Europe), with
its associate development laboratory INDICIA in France. MBS’ patented instrument will provide
almost instant test results on the farm, at food processing sites, such as slaughterhouses, in the
veterinary clinic or in the research Lab,” said Bill Hogan, President and CEO.

MBS is a subsidiary of Quantum Design Inc, a world leader in the development and manufacturing
of instruments for magnetic measurements. Jerry Daviess, President of Quantum Design noted that,
“MBS’ patented MICT technology, significantly advances the diagnostic testing process in both
animals and humans. It can replace many costly and time consuming laboratory tests and allow for
rapid, highly precise assay results with easy to use desk-top and hand-held devices. The combination
of VT'C and MBS will offer producers and meat processors alike, a new level of security for ensuring
the health of their herds and the safety of the meat as it enters the food chain”.

VTC is a Research and Development Corporation that specializes in rapid and precise infectious
disease detection/screening tests for the evaluation of immune level status in animals and humans.
In 2007 VTC plans to bring to market several European “CE” certified VACCI-TEST™ products,
including Tetanus and Leptospirosis (for humans); and Brucellosis (an infection test for swine). A
key component in VIC’s human food chain safety testing strategy is to develop rapid and precise
quantitative field tests, which will enable veterinarians to detect infectious diseases on live animals at
the farm gate through the accurate and sensitive MICT magnetic reader.

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MBS’ patented MICT technology is based on the use of nanometer-sized
‘Paramagnetic Microspheres in Immunoassays’. This technology offers the benefits
of much greater sensitivity and quantitative objective results compared to similar
qualitative subjective immunoassays in the rapid test format.

MBS is a subsidiary of Quantum Design Inc. (“QD”), a world leader in developing
and manufacturing instruments for materials characterization. These instruments
are used in leading edge research performed by Physicists/Materials Scientists in
Universities, Government Labs and Private Labs.

Immunochromatographic Tests (ICTs) are those in the familiar pregnancy test
format. Introducing a magnetic particle instead of the more common colored
particles, allows a magnetic measurement to be made as opposed to visually
“seeing” the test line. The magnetic measurement provides much greater sensitivity
and quantitative results and is much less prone to operator interpretation errors.
Many tests (perhaps over 100) are in the ICT format, thus lending themselves to
conversion to the magnetic (MICT) format. These tests span the range from
infectious diseases in humans, to environmental tests, to (in the case of Vacci-Test)
animal diseases and food bourn pathogens.
